Camp Dress Code
Shorts no higher than 3 inches above the knee may be worn until dinner time. When campers arrive for dinner,
they must be wearing long pants or capris below the knee or dresses/skirts below the knee. Tight fitting lycra-
spandex items, transparent clothing, and cutoffs are not permitted. Pants are to be worn at the waist.
Shirts/blouses are to be worn buttoned in accordance with design. Spaghetti straps are not permitted.
Campers must wear shoes any time they are outside the cabin. For hiking and recreation periods, some sort of
athletic shoes must be worn. Sandals and flip-flops are permitted at any other time of the day. 

What to Bring
